“Renewal of License” shall mean a permit
accorded to an institution which has previously
granted license from the authority upon
expiration so as to continue service in the sector;
“Cancellation of License” shall mean return or
revoke of license by this directive, made against
any institution or program which compromised
the criteria set by the authority upon granting of
license;

“Minimum standards" refer to the minimal
quality of educational standards set by the
authority, that any institution must meet in order
to be licensed.

“Level” shall mean unit of competence which
ranges from one up to five granted to any trainer
of technical and vocational field to indicate the

"Continuing education" shall mean an
education given in the evening, weekend, or
summer modalities;

“Evening Education” shall mean an education
program delivered at nights from Mondays to
three

semesters of cach year including the summer

Fridays, arranged in proportionate
season;

“Weekend Education” shall mean an
education program delivered at weckends
(Saturdays and Sundays) sessions, arranged in
three proportionate semesters of ecach year
including the summer season;

“Summer Fducation” shall mean a system of
higher education delivered during the summer
(Kiremt) season;

“Cross-border Education” shall mean a

system of education wherein a foreign
accredited institution delivers in cooperation
with locally licensed or accredited institution or
a foreign accredited higher education institution
which secured license locally to jointly or
severally deliver Masters and PhD programs
together:

“Campus relocation License request” shall
mean a permit which shall be granted to an
institution where such institution which was
previously licensed requests to shift to other
place in the same city or town when the license
was granted upon the authority’s confirmation;
“status” shall mean status granted to higher
university,

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university college, college and institute or to
technical and vocational colleges such as
Polytechnic College, College or institute level

of training given at Higher Education or
Technical and Vocational Training program for
capacity building or for in parting knowledge
and skills;

19) “Student admission Capacity” shall mean the
maximum number of students institutions can
accommodate inline with the in puts and human
resource;

20) “Program Expansion request” shall mean
when an institution shall fulfil additional input
and human resources to admit additional
students on the Same existing and previously
licensed program;

21) “Additional Campus Request” shall mecan a
request made by an institution to open new
campus in addition to previously licensed
campus;

22) “Additional Program request” shall mean a
request made by an institution to open a new
program in addition to the ones Licensed was
already granted;

23) “Person” shall mean any natural person or an
organ with legal personality.

24) Any expressions in masculine shall include

feminine expression as well.

3. Scope of Application

This directive shall apply on any higher education and on
private or public Technical and Vocational Training
institutions license granted by the authority.

For any local higher education institution or a
foreign institution request following the listed
models to launch a Cross border higher education,
the foreign institution shall have accreditation in
the requested program;

Can apply for a Branch Campus Model, A
recognized foreign higher education institution
that wants to provide education in a cross-border
program in second degree and third degree can
open a branch campus in Ethiopia and provide
education in Ethiopia in an equivalent manner in
the subjects recognized in the country.

Can apply for a Franchised Model at the second-
degree level in which an institution in one country
provides education in accordance with an
agreement that allows it to use the name and
reputation of a recognized higher education
institution in another country.

Can apply for a twinning Model, in which a

E. “University” shall mean an institution
which fulfills the standard set forth
pursuant to education Article 10 sub-
articles 1-3 of the Higher Education
Proclamation No. 1152/2019 and the

detailed criteria set forth by the authority

Any institution submits a request for a license in
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a new field ot study, it shall also notify the student
intake capacity along with an application letter; In
terms of the existing organization and resources,
and Tnstitutions shall be providing evidence of
their need and intake capacity of students.

10) Any institution may expand its Intake capacity of
students upon a request submitted to the authority
and upon fulfilling the criteria so listed, once it
has granted license to deliver education or training

programs,

11) Any institution Licensed to undertake higher
education may offer short term trainings relevant
to support the education program it has been to
take part; meanwhile, the institution shall obey the
level of certificate, length of time and credit hours
accepted by standard and guidelines;

12) Any Higher Education institution shall make
request, fulfill the criteria set forth by the
authority and get license to offer short term
training in any field to which license has not been
granted; Short-term training provided by any
higher education institution, however, shouldn't
cause disruption to the institution's regular

teaching and learning activities.

13) Any institution shall get a license from the
authority to offer consultancy, professional
competency evaluation and program accreditation
service at higher education sector;

14) An institution which has been imposed penalty
may apply for license as the penalty period lapsed;

15) Notwithstanding their professional independence
of autonomous institutions involved in teaching
learning process, they shall implement their
programs by duly observing the requirements
made pertaining to quality education, internal

organization and intake capacity of their
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programs;

16) Any higher education institution shall have
independent organizational set up, inputs and
building or campus dedicated to run higher
education service;

17) Any higher education institution granted license
to undertake higher education shall not use inputs
meant contrary to the objectives including for
technical and vocational training, general
education and other similar purposes;

18) Any institution must have a standard website with
clear and reliable information that reflects current
institutional changes and reflects the institution's
current status, as well as a video/moving image
visible to the public.

19) Institutions shall post the granted license from the
authority and admission criteria on the official
webpage of the institutions as well as on notice
board of the campus where by the service
recipients can easily access;

20) Any higher education institution shall have
research article of its PhD candidates published on
a reputable journal as a requirement for
graduation. Details of the criteria shall be issued
by the authority;

21) Any higher education institution shall avail copy
of the research article or thesis of its graduate
students on a national repository (archive) as a
requirement for graduation at post graduate level,
Details of the criteria shall be issued by the
authority;

22) Any institution may amend or improve its
organizational structure; and such amendment or
improvement shall be reported to the authority;

23) Any institution shall report employment and
promotion which applies to its academic,

administrative and finance employees to the
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authority,

24) Whenever legal trade name of institutions is
changed, it shall submit document related to the
change to the authority which are issued by the
concerned body;

25) Whenever it’s necessary the authority may offer
professional  assistance and clarification in
regarding to license and renewal of license
criteria;

26) The authority may re-evaluate the licensed
programs or granted status, Make some
amendments thereto at any time where believes
that is necessary,

27) In every aspect of institutional operations, any
new or existing institution shall take into account
citizens with special need.

28) Any higher education institution shall have at
least 25 percent of its current graduates pass exit
exam, as a criteria to get renewal of license; It will
be applied to the students who will be accepted
from the year the country's exit exam began to be
given,

29) Any technical and vocational training institution
shall have at least 50 percent of current students
completing the training pass professional
competence examination, as a criteria to get
renewal of license;

30) Any technical and vocational training institution
may consider training on cvening program in
consultation with sectoral or public service oftices
having closer ties with the profession, taking into
account suitability, relevance and quality of the
training.

31) Any licensed technical and vocational training
institution  shall  support, train and other
professionally augment small and  micro

enterprises;
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32) Any technical and vocational training institution
shall provide memorandum of understanding
signed with an industry in the area to provide
practical cooperative training related to the
program;

Any technical and vocational training institution

may claim to get license for the next level
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training, when 50 percent of trainees who were
registered for professional competence are proven
to have been competent;

34) Any licensed Institutions offering professional
competence evaluation shall have academic
credentials  of examinee authenticated by
concerned  authority  before  undertaking
competence evaluation;

35) Any program license remains functioning only as
long as the license of the institution remains valid;

36) Any institution shall re-invest at least 25 percent
of the net income generated from the education
sector for the improvement of education;

37) The authority may decide to re-evaluate the field
visit when it is convinced that, the previous
evaluation for license lacks sufficient information
and evidence;

12) A higher Education curriculum evaluated and
approved by the authority at institution or campus
level may apply at other campuses of the same
institution unless the license or renewal of license
period has already expired/ lapsed;

13) When higher education institutions request the
authority to get license to launch any education,
the curriculum shall be evaluated and approved
prior to field visit;

14) On a special basis when there is no other option
to offer the course, the authority may give a
permit to the institutions to offer the course on a

block-course basis.

Fundamental affairs for Students

1) Any institution shall admit students for programs
to which is granted license only based on
admission criteria set by the concerned body;

2) any institutions shall admit students only who’s
academic credentials have been authenticated by
an authorized body,

3) Any institution shall submit the list of registered
students of licensed program to the authority
within two months after the class has been begun.

4) Any institution shall enroll and teach students
only in licensed institution, campus, mode of
delivery, level, program or training name, and
permifted number of annual student intake
capacity;

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student or trainee; before it’s granted a license and
after the license or renewal of the license period
has lapsed,

grade report of the previous semester and term;
before beginning registration for the next semester

7) Any Student who wants to pursue a postgraduate
program shall take the graduate admission test and
entrance exam based on the procedure set forth by
the concerned body:;

8) Itshall be ensured that students graduating in any
program or subject of study have acquired the
right skills, attitude, and knowledge that make
them fit in joining the respective world of a career
after taking the competence examination
conducted by the authorized body.
