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Sector Directive for Monitoring and Control

In accordance with artcle 19 sub article 4 of proclamation
No.1263/2021, by the powers and responsibilities of the
FDRE executive bodies and with artcle 43 sub article 3 of
Proclamation No. 954/2016 the ministry of education

declared this directive.

Part one

General provisions

1. Short title
This directive may be cited as “Higher Education, Technical
and Vocational Training Monitoring and Control directive no.
087/2024”
2. Definitions

1/*“Controlling” shall mean a corrective measure taken
against institutions that fail to meet the quality requirements
based on supervision standards.

2/“Monitoring™ Shall mean observing and checking the

progress of the institutions that are important to make decision
by the authority.

3/ “Sudden Visit” shall mean any field visit or observation

conducted by the authority to assure quality of education and
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training through a sudden visit or upon Receiving information

and evidernce-based complaint.

4/ “Input” includes human, physical and materials required

for a program

5/ Dfinitions provided in Higher Education Proclamation No.
1152/2019, the Education and Training Authority structure, roles and
responsibilities

council of Ministers” Regulations No. 515/2022 and Technical and

Vocational Training Sector Proclamation No. 954/2016, are also

applicable in this directive

3. Gender Reference

Any expressions in masculine shall include feminine gender.

4. Scope of Application

This directive applies for any higher education institutions

operating in Ethiopia

Part two

Prohibitions leading to corrective measures in
Higher Education

5. A new instilution operating without getting a license

from the Authority

I/ Any institution cannot register students and teach students
without getting license from the authority.

2/ Any institution that registers students and teaches without
getting a license from the authority shall be banned.

3/ In the respective city where the institution is launched, it
shall not apply for license related to higher education
sector for 4 years.

4/ Academic credentials offered by the unlicensed institution
are unacceptable

6. Providing Education or Training at an unlicensed

campus or branch center
1/ Any institution cannot register and teach students in any

campus and branch center without getting license from
the authority.

2/ Unlicensed The campus or branch center shall be banned.

3/ Academic credentials obtained from a program or
programs delivered at the unlicensed campus or branch
center shall be unacceptable.

4/ The institution which is found operating unlicensed is
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banned from providing service or operate in higher
education sector in the city for 4 years.
5/ The main campus shall be given a final warning letter.

7._Offering courses in unlicensed program and Modality

|/ Any institution cannot register and teach students in any
program and modalities without getting license from the
authority.

2/ The unlicensed program and modality shall be banned.

3/ The institution will not be given the permit to apply for
and launch new programs for four years..

4/ The institution will be imposed fine not to admit any
students for one year for teaching in the unlicensed
campus

5/ Academic credentials obtained from the program or

programs shall be unacceptable.

8. Teaching without having a renewal license

I/ Any institution cannot teach without having a renewal
license.

2/ The institution shall submit a renewal request before  the
license and accreditation expires as it is issued by the
accreditation and license renewal directive.

3/ Without prejudice to the directive stipulated in sub-article
| of this article, if the institution doesn’t request for
renewal for three months, 100% fine shall apply from the
amount of fee it normally pays for renewal. It shall also
be given a final written warning.

4/ Without prejudice to the directive in sub-article 2 of this
article, if the institution doesn’t request for renewal after
6 months, it shall be assumed that the institution
terminates the institution or campus or program, and
hence, it will be obliged of transferring the students to
other licensed institutions in three months and has to
report to the authority.

9. Changing building or place without the permission of
the authority

1/ Any institution cannot change a building or places

without the license of the authority.

2/ The institution shall be denied of providing services in
unlicensed building or place change of the campus or
branch centfer for two ears.

3/ Without prejudice to the directive provided in sub-
article 2 of this
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article, academic credentials obtained from institutions t
hat change building without getting license shall be
unacceptable.
4/ Any institution that breaches the directive stipulated in
sub-article 2 of this article shall be banned.
10. Operating without getting license, short term training
and

consultancy services for institutions and

professional associations

1/ Any institution or association cannot operate out of
services issued during license.

2/ Without prejudice to the directive provided in sub-article
1 of this article, the institution or association shall be
denied of providing services for two years.

3/ Any institution that breaches the directive stipulated in
sub-article 2 of this article shall be banned.

4/ Academic credentials obtained from the institution or its a
ffiliation without getting license, credentials obtained
shall be unacceptable.

11. Delivering training by changing the status given by the
authority

1/ Any institution cannot delivering education by changing
the status given by the authority.

2/ The institution shall be urged to make corrective measure

against those credentials provided without
licenses of the status within a month,
3/If the institution promotes its unlicensed status through
any  other
communication, it will have to make corrective measures

getting  the

pamphlets, billboards  or means  of
through the same means of communication or media,
The shall evidence-based
accomplishments for the required measure taken.

4/Ifitis ensured that the institution is practically
operating illegal actions mentioned in sub-articles 1 and
2 of this article, it shall be denied of providing services

5/ Institution that breaches sub-article 3 of this article shall
be banned.
12. Institution disseminating deceptive promotion

licensed accredited

1/1t is prohibitive for any institution to disclose its
promotion if it is not accredited and licensed by the
authority to provide higher education services

2/ Any institution that breaches the directive stipulated in su
b-article 1 of this article shall disclose the corrective mea

3/ If the institution breaches the directives stipulated in sub-
article 3 of this article and continues to disclose the
deceptive promotion for the campus or program or
programs without the context of the institution, the
institution shall be denied of requesting for license and
renewal applications

4/ The campus or program of the institution about which the
deceptive promotion is made shall be banned for
breaching sub-article 3 of this article.

13. Admitting students without fulfilling the minimum
entry requirements

1/ Any institution cannot admit students without fulfilling
the minimum entrance requirement.

2/ Any institution admitting students without
fulfilling the minimum_ entrance requirement and course
equivalences shall discharge the registered students.

3/ The institution which breaches sub article 2 of the above,
the respective program which fails to fufill the admission
requierements shall banned

4/ If the institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-
article 2 of this article, the program that the students
registered for without fulfilling minimum entrance
requirement shall be banned.

5/ Academic credentials obtained through this means shall
be totally unacceptable.

14. Delivering a program without following the curriculum

evaluated and approved by the authority

1/ Any institution shall follow the curriculum from student

admission to graduation.
2/ The institution shall be denied of admitting new students
in the program or programs for two years.
3/ Any program of an institution that breaches the directive
stipulated in sub-article 2 of this article shall be banned.
15. Failure to_meet minimum contractual recruitment of

staff and academic gualification for license or license
renewal or accreditation or accreditation renewal
I/ Any institution cannot change and reduce the number and

credentials the teaching staff.
2/ The institution shall undertake recruitment within two
months and submit evidence-based report to the
authority

3/ If it is ensured that the institution is practically operating
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illegal actions mentioned in sub-articles 1 of this article,
it shall be denied of admitting new students for two
years.

4/ 1t will take responsibility for transferring the registered
students to other licensed institutions within a month,
and it shall report its accomplishment to the authority.

5/ The program of the institution that breach (s) the
directive stipulated in sub-article 3 and 4 of this article
shall be banned.

16. Admitting_students bevond maximum number_issued
by the authority

1/ Any institution cannot take and teach students above the
intake capacity.

2/ Institutions shall obtain prior license from the authority if

they want to increase the intake.

3/ If any institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-
article | above of this article and it admits up to 20 % of
the total admission capacity for the program, the
institution shall be denied of admitting new students in
the program.

4/ 1f the institution admits above 20 % of the total admission
capacity for the program, the institution shall be denied
of admitting new students in the program for two
consecutive years.

5/ If any institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-
article 3 above of this article and it admits beyond its
admission capacity, the program or programs shall be
banned.

17.Student file handling, documentation and submitting

1/ Any institution shall properly document students’ files
and shall submit to authority.

2/ The institution shall submit registered students within the

first two

months of the academic calendar, and the lists of graduates
within

45 days after graduation to the authority.

3/ When it is ensured that the institution doesn’t comply
with the directive stipulated in sub-article 1 and 2 of this
article:

a/It shall report to the authority after the necessary
documentations are made within 20 days, and the
institution shall be given a final written warning

b/ If the institution continues to breach the directives
stipulated in sub-article (a) of this article, the institution
or the the
center shall be denied of admitting new students in  the

campus or
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specific program.
¢/ Any institution that breaches the directive stipulated in
sub-article (b) of this article shall be banned.

18. Failure to clearly display or post license or renewal of

license issued by the authority to the public
1/ Any institution should clearly display or post license or

renewal of license issued by the authority to the public.

2/ The institution shall report within 20 days after making
the necessary changes, and it will be given a final written
warning.

3/ If the institution or campus or center fails to address the
gap and continues to breach the directives stipulated in
sub-article 1 of this article, it shall be denied of admitting
students for two years.

4/ 1f the institution fails to address the gap and continues to
breach the directives stipulated in sub-article 2 of this
article, the institution or campus or center shall be
banned.

19, Reducing resource or transferring resource

1/ Any institution should not reduce or transfer resources.

2/ Tt shall fulfill the reduced resources within three months,
and it will be given a final written warning.

3/ If the institution fails to fulfill resources as stipulated in
sub-article | of this article, programs affected by the
reduced resources shall be banned.

4/ The institution shall take the responsibility of transferring
the students to other accredited institution within 1
month and shall report to the authority.

5/1f an institution transfers resources for the sake of secking
license and accreditation, its request shall be rejected,
and the campus where resource is seized shall be denied
of license, license renewal and accreditation renewal for
two years.

6/ The institution or campus or department specifically shall
be banned, if the institution fails to address the gap
indicated in sub-articles 4 and 5 of this article.

20.Submitting fruad documents and evidence

1/ Any institution shall not submit illegal
academic credentials of the staff, administrati
ve personnel, job leave letters, contract agreements,
license and accreditation certificates and related

documents as if they were accurate
2/ 1f any institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-

article
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1 of this article during requesting for license, its license
process shall be terminated. If it is operating in those
programs, the license obtained shall be banned for two
years.

Part Three
Prohibitions in technical and vocational sector

and practices that require remedial action

21. Providing training in unlicensed institution
1/ Any institution cannot register trainees without getting

license from the authority.

2/ If the institution wishes to launch a new institution within
three hundred (300) meter radius from the main licensed
in regular program, it shall request license.

3/ Training certificates of any form obtained from the
unlicensed programs shall be unacceptable.

4/ The institution shall be denied of operating in technical
and vocational training sector for two years.

5/ Tf any institution fails to comply with the directive
stipulated in sub-articles 3 of this article, the institution
shall be banned

22. Providing Training in unlicensed program

I/ Any institution cannot register trainees in any program
without getting license from the authority.
2/ The unlicensed program shall be banned.
3/ Certificate issued from the unlicensed programs shall be
unacceptable.
23. Providing training without renewing the license
1/ Any institution cannot train without having a renewal
license.
2/ The institution shall request a renewal to the authority
before six months.
3/1f the institution doesn’t renew its license within six
months, it is assumed that the institution terminates the
training on its own accord, and hence, the license
obtained shall be banned.
4/ The institution shall transfer the trainees to others licensed
institutions.
24, Providing training by changing status

I/ Any institution cannot deliver training by changing the
status given by the authority.

2/ The institution shall be urged to make corrective measure
against those credentials provided without getting  the
licenses of the status within a month.
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3/If the institution promotes its unlicensed status through
pamphlets, billboards  or other means of
communication, it will have to make corrective measures

1/ Any institution shall follow the curriculum from trainee
admission to graduation.

2/ Certificates obtained from out of the occupational standar
ds and the curriculum are unacceptable.

3/ The institution shall not admit new  trainees for two
consecutive years in the specific program.
4/ Any institution that breaches the directive stipulated in
sub-article 2 of this article, the program shall be banned.
26. Transferring or changing permanent trainers or staff
1/ Any institution cannot change and reduce the number the
trainers.
2/ The institution shall make recruitment within 2 months
and report to the authority
3/1f the institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-
article 2 of this article, the institution shall be denied of
admitting new students for two years
4/ If the institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-
article 3 of this article, the training program shall be
banned.
27. Admitting trainees who do not meet the annual
entrance grade cut point by the respective body
1/ Any institution cannot admit trainee without fulfilling the

minimum entrance requirement.

2/ The programs delivered without meeting the annual entry
requirement shall be denied of providing training for two
consecutive years

3/ If the institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-

banned.

28. Surpassing Trainees number bevond granted

1/ Any institution cannot take and train trainees above the
intake capacity.

2/ The institution shall disperse registered trainees for
surpassing its admission capacity.

3/ The institution shall be denied of admitting new students
in the programs for two consecutive years.

4/ Based on the criteria set, the authority carries out
monitoring and control to ensure that if institutions’
allocation of resources for licensed programs is aligned
with the admitted number of trainees

29. Violating a directive for trainee file documentation,
consolidation and submission

I/ Every institution shall properly handle, documented and

submit as per the format within specified time.

2/ Institutions shall send lists of new trainees to the authority
within a month after the training starts and lists of
graduates within a month after graduation.

3/ If it is ensured that the institution fails to respond to those
described above in time, the institution shall be given a
written warning to submit the report within 15 days.

4/ If the institution doesn’t show any willingness to fix the
problem, it shall be denied of admitting new trainee for
two years.

30. Failure to display or post the license.
1/ Any institution should clearly display or post license or

renewal of license issued by the authority to the public.

2/ The authority shall issue a written warning to the
institution. The institution shall make a remedial action
and report to the authority within 10 days after the
warning given.

3/ If the institution fails to make a remedial action as per the
written warning, the institution shall be denied of
admitting new trainee for two years

31. Inputs during license reducing and transferring of

resources.
1/ Every institution shall fulfill training resources, properly

handle, preserve them and make institutional tags

including the name of the institution and number
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assigned to them.

2/ The institution shall be obliged to fulfill the required
resources within two months. The institution shall report
to the authority about its accomplishment. For the illegal
practice observed, the institution shall be issued a final
written warning.

3/If it is ensured that the institution doesn’t adhere to the
directive stipulated in sub-article 2 of this article, it shall
be denied of admitting new trainees for two years. The
institution shall be obliged to transfer students to other
licensed institution.

4/ Tf the institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-
article 3 of this article, the training program shall be
banned.

32. Submitting fake documents and deceptive evidence

I/ Every institution shall not submit deceptive academic
certificates of the trainers and administrative personnel,
training certificate, job leave letters, contract agreements,
license and accreditation certificates and related
documents as if they were accurate

2/ Any institution submit fake documents and deceptive
evidences, its license process shall be terminated if it is
requesting for license. If it is operating in those
programs, its license shall be cancelled for two years.

3/ 1f the institution breaches the directive stipulated in sub-
article 2 of this article, the training program shall be
banned.

Part Four

Miscellancous provisions
33. Concerning Tip-off

1/ Everyone shall give tip-off to the head of the authority or
law affairs service unit in case they know or observe any

practice contradictory to the regulations included in this
directive in any form.

2/ The tip-off delivered shall be authentic, unquestionable,
unrevengeful, undeceiving and based on rational
thinking

3/ The tip-off informer shall be kept free from any

retaliatory attack.
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34. Regarding to liability
The institution that operates illegally shall be held liable by

the

criminal and civil laws of the country. The authority shall disc
lose the disciplinary measure taken against the institution to
the public through media, and shall monitor its

implementation

35. Cooperation

1/ Institutions are responsible for providing information
required by the authority.

2/ In order to enforce this directive, the authority works in
collaboration with regional states, the judiciary, the
federal training and training institutions trainers,

administrative personnel, trainees as well as other

stakeholders.

36, Concerning Monitoring
The authority shall monitor institutions to ensure if

institutions are making remedial actions for the

corrective measures taken,

37. Inapplicable laws
1/ The disciplinary directive for higher education institutions

proclaimed by the former Ministry of Science and
Higher Education have been repealed by this directive.

2/ Any directive, administrative decision, working trend
contrary to this directive shall not be applicable.

38. Amending the Directive
The ministry is entitled to amend this directive when it is

necessary.

39. Required criteria
So as to execute this directive, the department shall take
the required criteria from various departments of the

authority.

40, Effective date of the directive
This directive shall be effective as of the date reistered

with ministry of justice and its uploading on the official

website of the Ministry of Education.
